IRS Reporting for 4 -H 2009

2009 reporting to the IRS for non-profit accounts will be due on May 15, 2010.
If you have an account that is tax exempt and falls under the 4-H group
exemption, instructions regarding filing requirements will be coming in the next
two weeks. You may or may not need to file with the IRS on these accounts this
year. Please be watching for the instructions on the Utah 4-H List Serve.

If organizations are their own 501c3, even if they are associated with 4-H,
they must file a 990 series return by May 15, 2010. Depending on the amount
of money received during 2009, a 990, 990EZ or 990-N must be filed.
Instructions on the 990 series forms will be coming in the next tow weeks and
will be included with the instructions on 4-H accounts which are under the 4-H
group exemption.
